The Reading from the Acts of the Holy Apostles. (9:52-42)

In those days, as Peter went throughout all regions, he came down also to the saints who dwelt at
Lydda. There he found a certain man named Aeneas, who was bedridden for eight years and paralyzed.
And Peter said to him: “Aeneas, Jesus Chyrist heals you; arise and make your bed.” And immediately he
arose. And all who dwelt at Lydda and Sharon saw him, and they turned back to the Lord. Now there
was at J oppa a certain clisciple named Tabitha (which means Gazelle). She was full of 8ooc1 works and of
charitable deeds which she did. And it came to pass in those days that she fell sick and died; and when
theg had washed her, theg placecl her in an upper chamber. Since LL] dda was near J oppa, the disciples,
hearing that Peter was there, sent two men to him entreating him: “Come to us without delag!” So Peter
arose and went with them. And when he arrived, they took him into the upper chamber. All the widows
stood by him weeping, showing the tunics and other garments which Tabitha made while she was with
them. But Peter put them all outside and knelt down and prayed; then turning to the body, he said:
“Tabitha, arise!” And she opened her eyes, and when she saw Peter, she sat up. And he gave her his hand,
and raised her up. Then he called the saints and widows and presented her alive. And it became known
throughout all Joppa, and many believed in the Lord.
